Handbuilding and texture! I’ve been doing quite a bit of handbuilding this year, which allows me to texture the slabs of clay before forming the items. It all started when the potters on Etsy.com decided to have a “stamp challenge.” That is, we all made clay stamps and exchanged them with each other. Ever since then I can’t stop looking for objects that can yield interesting textures on clay and making more and more stamps. 

I’ve used the stamps on flat trinket dishes, on the rims of platters, on the sides of mugs, on handle attachments… you name it!  

The most interesting item to come out of all this is a series of handbuilt, heavily textured rectangular boxes. You can see them by clicking on the item “Boxes” in the Gallery section of the website. classes and workshops
This year I signed up for Jane Cullum’s master’s class at Manassas Clay again. I have been Jane’s student since the mid-1990s. She is a very talented and generous potter who has really helped me develop new items and troubleshoot problems. An important accomplishment this year was working on fan-shaped vases and soup tureens.
I also attended a Clay Connection program where Pam Eisenmann demonstrated her post-fired techniques for painting with acrylics rather than using glazes. This is a very interesting technique that, of course, can only be used on nonfunctional items. I have been experimenting with dry-brushing acrylics on some of the new textured boxes with very happy results.
This summer I participated in a day of raku and pit firing at Laura Nichols’ Pig Pen Pottery in Great Falls, Virginia. It was a great day of camaraderie and fire that yielded a few very interesting pieces.
